The Chairmen of the three Committees with jurisdiction over health policy in the U.S. House of
Representatives introduced comprehensive health care reform legislation on July 14 that will
reduce out-of-control costs, encourage competition among insurance plans to improve choices
for patients, and expand access to quality, affordable health care for all Americans.

The America’s Affordable Health Choices Act __is consistent with President Obama’s overall
goals of building on what works within the current health care system by strengthening em-
ployer-provided care, while fixing what is broken. The bill will ensure that 97 percent of Ameri-
cans will be covered by a health care plan that is both affordable and offers quality, standard
benefits by 2019.

The House Committees on Education and Labor, Ways and Means, and Energy and Com-
merce have been working together in an unprecedented way as one committee to develop the
proposal for health care reform.

The key principles of legislation include, among other things:

Increasing choice and competition.

Giving Americans peace of mind.

Improving quality of care for every American.

Ensuring shared responsibility.

Protecting consumers and reducing waste, fraud and abuse.
